Revolution II enter Sunday's contest undefeated through their first four games, match-
ing the club’s longest unbeaten streak to start a season (2022). New England and Red 
Bull II are two of the three remaining undefeated teams in the MLS NEXT Pro Eastern 
Conference. Revolution II has conceded just two goals through the first four games of 
the 2026 campaign, best in the Eastern Conference. New England's two clean sheets 
are tied for fourth in the league. 

New England goalkeepers J.D. Gunn, a Panama international, and Donovan Parisian, 
the club's 2025 first-round SuperDraft pick, have each recorded a shutout this season. 
Against CT United FC in the club's most recent match on March 22, Parisian matched 
a career high four saves to collect the fifth clean sheet of his MLS NEXT Pro career.

The defense unit, highlighted by defenders Schinieder Mimy, Damario McIntosh, and 
Chris Mbai-Assem, have each logged four starts and played the full 90 minutes every 
match this season. Newcomer Jared Smith, an outside defender who joined the team 
on March 25, could potentially suit up for his club debut alongside new signee Shuma 
Sasaki. Sasaki, a forward/winger, was acquired by the club earlier this week.

In addition to their defensive efforts, Mimy and McIntosh have also contributed in the 
attacking phase. In the 2-0 victory over CT United FC, both defenders found the score-
sheet, dishing out one assist each. Mimy, a 2026 SuperDraft selection, has tallied as-
sists in consecutive games. McIntosh, a Homegrown Player, tallied his first helper of 
the campaign, the second of his career, setting up forward Jayden Da’s first goal of 
the season. 

Da, a Boston-born striker, has been a constant threat in the attack, starting all four of 
Revolution II’s matches at central forward. After suffering a season ending injury in 
2025, Da, who celebrated his 24th birthday earlier this week, netted his first goal since 
returning to play on March 22. Da leads New England with 16 total shots, including a 
team-best six shots on target, while also pacing the league with seven headed shots.

Cristiano Oliveira, a Homegrown product, is the team’s primary distributor and ranks 
tied for 11th in MLS NEXT Pro with 10 key passes. The Somerville, Mass. native, who 
recently returned from international duty with the U.S. Under-18 Men’s National Team, 
leads Revolution II with three assists, including distributing two helpers against CT 
United FC, the first multi-assist performance of his career. 

Makai Wells, a fellow Academy product, has fought his way into a starting role. Earn-
ing consecutive starts on the front line, the 17-year-old notched his first professional 
goal in his first MLS NEXT Pro start on March 15 in New England’s 2-1 triumph over FC 
Cincinnati 2. Through three appearances this season, the U.S. Under-17 National Team 
forward has taken five total shots in 2026.

New England trails in the all-time series against Red Bull II, 2-4-1, but holds the 2-1-
1 edge at home. Red Bull II ranks fourth in the Eastern Conference with nine goals 
scored, and is led by Roald Mitchell and Rafael Mosquera, who each have scored two 
tallies this season.

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TEAM NOTES

New England Revolution II has signed defender Jared Smith to a one-year 
professional contract for the remainder of the 2026 MLS NEXT Pro cam-
paign, with a club option for the 2027 season.

Smith, 23, signs his first professional contract after spending parts of five 
seasons with Western Mass Pioneers in USL League Two (2021-25), where 
he totaled one goal and 17 assists over 52 appearances, 39 of them starts. 
In 2025, Smith recorded one goal and one assist in 14 matches, including 
10 starts, netting his first goal for the club in a 1-1 draw to Black Rock FC on 
June 16. In 2024, Smith tallied a career-high 10 helpers, while starting all 16 
of his appearances.

A native of Longmeadow, Mass., Smith enjoyed a collegiate career that in-
cluded stints at Quinnipiac University (2020-22) and Seton Hall University 
(2023-24). As a senior in 2024, Smith led the Pirates with four goals and 
featured in all 18 regular season matches, while logging the fourth-most 
minutes played on the team (1,348). The left back also helped anchor a 
defensive unit that posted eight clean sheets. In the 2023 campaign, Smith 
added two goals and five assists over 15 matches, seven starts, and deliv-
ered two multi-assist performances.

Prior to Seton Hall, Smith began his collegiate career at Quinnipiac, where 
he registered two goals and seven assists across 40 appearances, 22 of 
them starts. Smith finished the 2022 season with a collegiate career-best 
six assists, while scoring one goal over 1,497 minutes played, the second 
most on the team. Defensively, Smith helped the Bobcats secure eight 
clean sheets that same season.

Longmeadow's Smith joins Revs II

After suffering a season-ending injury a year ago, Revolution forward 
Jayden Da has seamlessly made his return to the field.

On Feb. 28 against the New York Red Bulls, the Boston-born forward made 
his MLS debut, coming off the bench in the second half. Following New 
England’s match against New York, the 24-year-old, who celebrated his 
birthday earlier this week, was also included on the Revolution’s roster for 
Nashville SC, via a short term agreement. 

Da has been excellent for Revolution II in MLS NEXT Pro play this season. 
Logging four starts at central forward in all of New England’s matches this 
campaign, Da netted his first goal since returning from injury on March 22. 
The striker found the back of the net in a 2-0 win over CT United FC, plac-
ing his shot into the left side of the net to record the eighth goal of his MLS 
NEXT Pro career. The tally also marked his first goal since October 2024.

“It’s definitely a sigh of relief,” Da said after scoring in Revolution II’s win 
over CT United FC. “I’ve been close every game, and it finally feels like a big 
sigh of relief to get it. But honestly, I’m just happier about our team winning.”

Da leads Revolution II with 16 total shots, including a team-best six shots 
on target. His six tallies on frame tie for 12th in the MLS NEXT Pro, while his 
seven headed shots lead the league.

Though scoring proved difficult early in the season, head coach Pablo 
Moreira credited Da’s perseverance and mentality when things were not 
going his way.

“I love what he does, which is what a nine does when it doesn’t come easy,” 
Moreira said. “You take your opportunity and put it in the back of the net. I’m 
very happy for him - it’s been a long time coming. He’s put in a lot of work on 
and off the field, obviously with his injury, so I’m super happy he was able to 
get on the scoresheet and deliver that type of performance.”

“It means a lot to me to be back,” Da said. “It was a long recovery from last 
season, and I’m just grateful to be back on the field with my teammates.”

Da Makes Seamless Return After Season-Ending Injury 

New England Revolution II has signed Japanese forward/winger Shuma 
Sasaki to an MLS NEXT Pro professional contract through the 2026 MLS 
NEXT Pro season, with a club option for the 2027 season, pending receipt 
of his P-1 Visa.

Sasaki, 23, arrives in New England following a collegiate career that in-
cluded stints at the University of the Cumberlands (2021-2024) and most 
recently, the University of Michigan (2025), where he played under cur-
rent Revolution Assistant Coach Sean Hughes. This past fall, Sasaki tallied 
three goals and two assists over 15 matches, 13 of them starts, while pacing 
the team with 39 shot attempts. As a graduate student with the Wolverines, 
Sasaki earned All-Big Ten Second Team and United Soccer Coaches All-
North Region Team honors.

Prior to Michigan, the attacker registered 12 goals and 25 assists over 69 
matches played, including 64 starts, across four seasons at the University 
of the Cumberlands. As a senior in 2024, Sasaki tallied a team-high eight 
helpers and collected multiple accolades, including Mid-South Conference 
First Team All-Conference, MSC Academic All-Conference, and Daktron-
ics-NAIA Scholar-Athlete honors. The Kawasaki, Japan native also suited 
up for three starts with Lubbock Matadors SC of USL League Two in 2024, 
contributing two goals and one assist in U.S. Open Cup action.

With New England Revolution II’s 2-1 win over FC Cincinnati 2 on March 15, 
2026, Head Coach Pablo Moreira earned his first league victory.

Moreira, who previously served as an assistant coach on the New England 
Revolution first‑team staff, was appointed head coach of Revolution II on 
December 3, 2025.

“I am just super excited. I love that feeling in the locker room. That’s why you 
do it,” said Moreira following the 2–1 victory over FC Cincinnati 2. “We’ve had 
a couple of ties that feel like wins after the PK shootout. But this one-this 
one’s special.”

Back when he was appointed the head coach last December, Moreiera said 
his driving motivation was the players and being able to have a hand in the 
development of young athletes.

"Wins and losses are massive, it’s what drives this industry, but I’m in it be-
cause of the relationships and how you can help a young kid attain their 
dreams," said Moreira.

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Forward Makai Wells, a 17‑year‑old Revolution Academy product, made 
an immediate impact in Revolution II’s  2-1 victory over FC Cincinnati 2 on 
March 15. 

The Washington, D.C. native earned his first professional start, his fourth 
MLS NEXT Pro career appearance, and scored his first professional goal just 
seven minutes into his shift. Defender Schinieder Mimy started the play, de-
livering a cross into the box for midfielder Javaun Mussenden, who fed Wells 
with a one-touch pass. Wells met the serve in stride, curling his shot into the 
left side of the net to open his MLS NEXT Pro account.

“It’s just a surreal feeling for me,” Wells said postgame. “Today was my first 
chance to start with the team, and to contribute like that is just an amazing 
feeling. I’m very happy.”

Across his two appearances in the 2026 MLS NEXT Pro campaign, Wells 
has posted an 83 percent passing accuracy rate, while recording five shot 
attempts, with one on target, over 96 minutes played. With the Academy’s 
U-18s, Wells has tallied one goal and one assist, helping to lead the squad to 
seven wins in 2025–26 MLS NEXT action. 

Wells was called up to the United States U-17 Men's National Team roster 
for the March international window. On the international stage, Wells owns 
two appearances with the Stars & Stripes Under-17 side.

Oliveira was 
one of 20 players selected by coach Jeremy Hall for upcoming the Lisbon 
International Tournament, with matches against Iceland U-18 (March 26), 
Morocco U-18 (March 28), and Portugal U-18 (March 31).

Brad Knighton is entering his second season as the As-
sistant Coach/Goalkeeper Coach for Revolution II, the 
New England Revolution’s developmental side which 
began play in 2020. Coaching alongside Michael Mila-
zzo in 2025, Knighton also helped guide Revolution II 
to their second postseason appearance in team history. 
Knighton spent the 2023-24 seasons as a Head Coach 
for the Revolution Academy, competing in MLS NEXT.

In Knighton's first season with the Revolution Academy, 
he led the Under-19s to the MLS NEXT Cup Champi-
onship, securing New England's second consecutive 
national title. The Under-19s finished 18-3-5 overall in 

2022-23, including 3-0-2 in the postseason. After switching to the Under-15s level in 
2024, Knighton stayed on staff to help guide the Academy to a 8-1-4 record in MLS 
NEXT Flex action.

Prior to his coaching days, the Hickory, N.C. native began his playing career with New 
England in 2007 as an undrafted free agent. He went on to set a club record for the most 
MLS seasons in a Revolution uniform (12), and registered a 33-29-20 mark in his career, 
including 21 wins for the Revolution. During his tenure, Knighton helped New England 
win the 2021 Supporters' Shield, and started four games en route to the 2016 Lamar 
Hunt U.S. Open Cup Final.

Knighton, 41, retired after the 2022 MLS season and ranks fourth in Revolution history 
in goals against average (1.70), save percentage (66.9), and winning percentage (.509) 
among qualifying goalkeepers. In U.S. Open Cup play, he holds the club’s all-time record 
in games played in goal (13), games started in goal (13), and minutes played in goal 
(1,260). Outside of New England, Knighton played for the Philadelphia Union during 
their inaugural season in 2010, and helped lead Vancouver Whitecaps FC to its first 
appearance in the MLS Cup Playoffs in 2012. 

Beyond his on-field achievements, the 2022 Revolution Humanitarian of the Year con-
tinues to dedicate his time to serving the New England community alongside his fam-
ily. On November 3, 2025, the Knighton family marked the two-year anniversary of the 
Olivia Knighton Foundation. Brad, his wife, Britney, and their sons Owen and Brooks 
launched the foundation in 2023 on the birthday of their late daughter, Olivia, and has 
since donated over $100,000 through scholarships, soccer programs, animal research, 
and more.

Pablo Moreira is in his first season as Head Coach of New England Revolution II, joining the developmental side after two seasons on the Revolution’s 
first‑team staff, including a four-game spell as interim head coach in 2025, and 11 campaigns as an assistant coach in Major League Soccer. Moreira is a two-
time MLS Cup champion with over 400 matches coached in his career. During his tenure in MLS, Moreira has coached an MLS League MVP, MLS Cup MVP, 
Newcomer of the Year, Goalkeeper of the Year, seven MLS Best XI selections, and nine MLS All-Star Selections en route to 155 career wins as an assistant. 

Prior to joining the Revolution, Moreira served as an Assistant Coach for the Columbus Crew from 2019-22. Moreira helped guide the Crew to the 2020 MLS 
Cup title, becoming the youngest assistant coach in league history to win multiple MLS Cups — the first to do so with clubs in both conferences. The next 
year, he helped lead Columbus to the 2021 Campeones Cup, the club’s first international trophy, beating Liga MX champions Cruz Azul.

Moreira, 41, entered the professional ranks as an Assistant Coach for the Portland Timbers from 2013-17. Moreira’s first season with the Timbers included a 
23-point improvement and a 43-point goal-differential improvement from the previous season, securing a first-place finish in the Western Conference and 
the club’s first postseason berth. During his tenure, Moreira helped lead Portland to its first MLS Cup championship in 2015, as well as Concacaf Champions 
League appearances in 2014 and 2016, Western Conference regular season first-place finishes in 2013 and 2017, and a Cascadia Cup in 2017. 

At the collegiate level, Moreira served as an Assistant Coach / Video Analyst at the University of Akron from 2010-2012. The Zips compiled a 55‑6‑9 record 
during his three seasons, while Moreira helped assemble the nation’s No. 2 recruiting class in each of his first three years, producing 14 professionals into the MLS ranks during that span. In 
2011, Akron set an MLS record for most first-round selections from a single school, landing five of the first eight picks in the MLS SuperDraft.  Akron won the National Championship in 2010 
in addition to three consecutive Mid‑American Conference regular‑season titles (2010–12), and two MAC Tournament championships (2010, 2012).

Moreira played as a forward for the Akron Zips from 2003-07. He was on the first Mid-American Conference team to be ranked No. 1 in the nation in any sport in 2005. Moreira earned 
All-Mid-American Conference honors in 2006 and 2007, in addition to winning three MAC regular season (2005, 2006, 2007) and Conference Tournament championships (2004, 2005, 2007).

Born in Montevideo, Uruguay, Moreira comes from a distinguished soccer lineage as he is the son of former Uruguayan International Jose “Chico” Moreira, who in 1980 with club side Nacio-
nal, captured the South American Treble winning the Club World Cup, Copa Libertadores, and Uruguayan Primera Division League Titles, in addition to winning the 1980 Mundialito (Copa 
de Oro de Campeones Mundiales) with the Uruguay National Team.

Michael Milazzo is entering his second season as an Assis-

tant Coach with New England Revolution II and his fourth 

season with the club. In the 2025 MLS NEXT Pro campaign, 

Milazzo helped lead Revolution II to their second postsea-

son run in club history, finishing the MLS NEXT Pro regular 

season with a 14‑7‑7 record that matched the team's sin-

gle‑season win record. Milazzo previously spent the 2022-

24 seasons as a Head Coach in the Revolution Academy, 

leading the Under‑18s in 2024 after two seasons at the helm 

of the Under‑15s in MLS NEXT. 

Milazzo brings a decorated resume to his role, having previously served as an Assistant 

Coach for USL side North Carolina FC. During his tenure with North Carolina, he led the 

Under-23s for two seasons in USL League Two and was a Head Coach for the Academy’s 

Under-19s for three seasons. From 2016-2022, Milazzo coached multiple academy teams 

from Under-12s to Under-23s.

His coaching career also includes a tenure with Columbus Crew SC, where he served as 

both Academy Director and Head Coach of the Under-18 team from 2015-16. Prior to Co-

lumbus, Milazzo was Assistant Coach of the Richmond Kickers of the USL. In Richmond, 

Milazzo held a dual role of serving as the Academy Manager of Richmond United Academy 

in 2014, while overseeing the Under-18, Under-16, and Under-14 teams competing in the na-

tionally recognized U.S. Soccer Development Academy, for the Richmond Strikers Academy 

program in 2013. 

A native of Cary, N.C., Milazzo began his coaching career in 1997 as an Assistant Coach at 

University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, his alma mater. From 1999 to 2012, Milazzo took 

on various roles with the Capital Area Soccer League’s Chelsea FC Academy, including 

Academy Director, General Manager, and Head Coach of several youth teams. Milazzo is 

certified with his USSF "A" Senior coaching license and his UEFA "B" coaching license with 

the Scottish Football Federation.
