New England Revolution II (2-2-2, 10 pts.) are on the road on Sunday, May 3 for 
a rematch against CT United FC (2-5-0; 6 pts.) at Morrone Stadium. Kickoff is 
set for 6:00 p.m. ET, streaming on MLSNEXTPro.com and OneFootball, with Jake 
Griffith on the call.

Revolution II, fresh from a bye week, embark on their second road match of the 
season on Sunday, aiming to bounce back from a close 2–1 loss at Columbus 
Crew 2 on April 18. New England closed a 2-0 deficit with a tally in the 60th min-
ute, but Columbus held off the comeback push.

Despite the defeat, Revolution II’s backline remains one of the top defensive units 
through the opening stages of the 2026 MLS NEXT Pro campaign. New England, 
with two shutout performances in 2026, has conceded just six goals through the 
first six matches of the season, tied for second-fewest leaguewide. Revolution II's 
28 shot attempts against are tied for sixth-fewest in MLS NEXT Pro. 

Forward/winger Myles Morgan, in his debut campaign with Revolution II, ac-
counted for New England's scoring in the April 18 match at Columbus. Morgan, 
who has tallied a team-best two goals this season, has appeared in six consec-
utive games to open the 2026 slate. Morgan's 13 shot attempts are second-most 
on the team, behind Boston-born forward Jayden Da's 17 on the season. 

Morgan's tally was assisted by a Homegrown defender Damario McIntosh and 
midfielder Carlos Zambrano. Zambrano, also in his first season with Revolu-
tion II, has featured on the scoresheet in consecutive outings after opening his 
professional account on April 12 against New York Red Bulls II. McIntosh, an 
18-year-old Academy graduate, has recorded three assists over his last four out-
ings, including two appearance with the senior team in U.S. Open Cup action. 

In New England’s Round of 16 U.S. Open Cup match on April 29, defender Gabe 
Dahlin, Homegrown forward/winger Malcolm Fry, and Homegrown midfielder 
Eric Klein all appeared on the scoresheet. Dahlin, making his senior‑team debut 
with a start along the back line, recorded an assist on Andrew Farrell’s goal. 
Klein led the distribution effort with two assists, including the setup for Fry’s first 
senior‑team goal. Midfielder Javaun Mussenden, defender Schinieder Mimy, 
and forward Shuma Sasaki also made their senior‑team debuts in the match.

Revolution II will play against league newcomer CT United FC for the second 
time this season, having registered a 2-0 shutout in their first meeting on March 
22 at Beirne Stadium. CT United enters Sunday's game holding a 2-4-0 record 
and is coming off a 2–1 loss to Philadelphia Union II on April 26. Laurie Goddard, 
Ibrahim Kasule, and former Revolution II forward Alex Monis have each scored 
twice this season, while Robbie Mora leads the team with three assists.

•	 M Carlos Zambrano has appeared on the scoresheet in back-to-
back matches, netting a goal against Red Bulls II on April 12 and 
providing an assist at Columbus Crew 2 on April 18.

•	 D Gabe Dahlin recorded an assist in his senior team debut in the 
Revolution's Round of 16 Open Cup game against Orlando City 
SC on April 29. Along with Dahlin, D Schinieder Mimy, M Javaun 
Mussenden, and F/W Shuma Sasaki also made thier first team 
debuts.

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TEAM NOTES

Despite playing in different leagues, the 20-mile difference between the 
New England Revolution and Rhode Island FC practically invites a rivalry. 
And if there wasn’t one before, Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup showdown on 
April 14 at Centreville Bank Stadium may have solidified it, as the Revs ad-
vanced to the Round of 16 after an electric penalty shootout.

Diego Fagundez put the Revs on the board in the 51st minute, finishing a 
chance created by defenders Damario McIntosh and Peyton Miller for his 
first goal since returning to New England. While it seemed like New En-
gland were poised to ride out the win, especially after goalkeeper Donovan 
Parisian pulled out late-game heroics in his first team debut, Rhode Island 
sent the game into extra time with a dramatic equalizer deep into stoppage 
time. 

Scoreless through extra time, the match moved to penalties, where Pari-
sian’s heroics reached another level. For a 21-year-old making his first team 
debut, facing a shootout could have been daunting. Instead, it became a 
dream scenario for the Arizona native, who stopped three consecutive pen-
alty attempts from Rhode Island to send the Revs through.

“I’m feeling ecstatic. I’m just really, really happy for the team, for myself, the 
coaches, everyone. A lot of work gets put into it, specifically for the PKs, 
doing homework on it and trusting Kevin Hitchcock,” Parisian said with 
his signature big smile following Tuesday’s performance. “Marko [Mitrović] 
made it an important part that we would go and take the penalties on our 
side, let the fans drive us, motivate us. Hearing them is just the extra boost 
and everything that you want, and it drives you.”

Parisian joined the Revolution last season as a first-round pick in the 2025 
MLS SuperDraft. Since then, he has developed under goalkeeping coach 
Kevin Hitchcock, spent time backing up one of his idols, Matt Turner, and 
earned minutes with Revolution II in MLS NEXT Pro. Tuesday’s match was 
his first senior appearance, but his 18th professional start overall.

“Donovan is a fantastic kid. He’s a very charismatic person,” said Mitrović 
after the match. “He has an amazing work ethic. We know that Matt Turner 
is our number one, but he supports Matt with the other goalkeepers. They 
have great group leadership from our goalkeeper coach Kevin Hitchcock. 
Donovan had some performances this year and games with the second 
team, but I’m happy for Donovan because second team and these kinds 
of games are a different experience. I’m very happy with Donovan and his 
performance tonight.”

DONOVAN MAKES DREAM FIRST TEAM DEBUT WITH U.S. OPEN 
CUP SHOOTOUT VICTORY

New England Revolution II has made two additions to its squad with the 
signings of forward/winger Shyma Sasaki and defender Jared Smith. Both 
have signed agreements through the end of this year with a club option for 
the 2027 season. 

Sasaki joins New England following collegiate careers at the University of 
the Cumberlands (2021–24) and the University of Michigan (2025), where 
he played under current Revolution Assistant Coach Sean Hughes. During 
his time at Michigan, he earned 2025 All-Big Ten Second Team recognition 
and was selected to the 2025 United Soccer Coaches All-North Region 
Team. While at Cumberlands, the 23-year-old collected multiple honors, in-
cluding Mid-South Conference First Team All-Conference, MSC Academic 
All-Conference, and Daktronics-NAIA Scholar-Athlete accolades.

Smith, a Longmeadow, Mass. native, enjoyed a collegiate career that in-
cluded stints at Quinnipiac University (2020–22) and Seton Hall University 
(2023–24). He arrives to New England after spending parts of five seasons 
with the Western Mass Pioneers in USL League Two (2021–25), where he 
totaled one goal and 17 assists across 52 appearances, including 39 starts. 
 

Sasaki has made two appearances off the bench for New England since 
joining the team. In his professional debut on April 12 against New York Red 
Bulls II, he completed 100 percent of his passes during a 45‑minute shift. 
At Columbus Crew 2 on April 18, the Kawasaki, Japan native registered his 
first shot while again posting a perfect passing performance. Smith has 
appeared in one match so far this season, making his MLS NEXT Pro debut 
on April 12 and playing 90 minutes along New England’s defensive unit.

Forward Makai Wells, a 17‑year‑old Revolution Academy product, made 
an immediate impact in Revolution II’s  2-1 victory over FC Cincinnati 2 on 
March 15. 

The Washington, D.C. native earned his first professional start, his fourth 
MLS NEXT Pro career appearance, and scored his first professional goal just 
seven minutes into his shift. Defender Schinieder Mimy started the play, de-
livering a cross into the box for midfielder Javaun Mussenden, who fed Wells 
with a one-touch pass. Wells met the serve in stride, curling his shot into the 
left side of the net to open his MLS NEXT Pro account.

“It’s just a surreal feeling for me,” Wells said postgame. “Today was my first 
chance to start with the team, and to contribute like that is just an amazing 
feeling. I’m very happy.”

Across his four starts and five appearances in the 2026 MLS NEXT Pro cam-
paign, Wells has posted an 76 percent passing accuracy rate, while recording 
seven shot attempts, with two on target, over 279 minutes played. With the 
Academy’s U-18s, Wells has tallied one goal and one assist, helping to lead 
the squad to seven wins in 2025–26 MLS NEXT action. 

Wells was called up to the United States U-17 Men's National Team roster 
for the March international window. On the international stage, Wells owns 
two appearances with the Stars & Stripes Under-17 side.

New England Revolution Homegrown midfielder Cristiano Oliveira has 
earned his first call-up to the U.S. Under-18 National Team. Oliveira was 
one of 20 players selected by coach Jeremy Hall for upcoming the Lisbon 
International Tournament, with matches against Iceland U-18 (March 26), 
Morocco U-18 (March 28), and Portugal U-18 (March 31). 

Oliveira, 17, makes his first U.S. U-18 Men’s National Team roster after previ-
ously representing the United States at the U-15, U-16, and U-17 levels. The 
Somerville, Mass. native earned three caps for the U.S. U-17 side during 
the 2025 Concacaf U-17 Championship. In his lone start, Oliveira tallied his 
first international goal as part of a 7-0 victory over St. Kitts & Nevis. Oliveira 
also participated in various training camps with the U-15 and U-16 squads.

Awaiting his MLS debut, Oliveira has seen consistent action with Revolu-
tion II this season, starting all three MLS NEXT Pro matches and recording 
one assist. Over three seasons with Revs II, Oliveira has started 31 of his 37 
appearances, collecting five goals and five assists. 

cristiano Oliveira Called Up to U.s. U-18 National Team

New England Revolution II defender Chris Mbaï-Assem was called up to 
the Central African Republic Men’s Senior National Team for a training camp 
in the nation's capital of Bangui during the March FIFA international window.
Mbaï-Assem, 20, earned his second senior international call-up after suiting 
up for Central African Republic in a FIFA World Cup Qualifier last September. 
The center back earned a start in his international debut against Madagascar 
on Sept. 4, 2025, logging 45 minutes in central defense.

To open the 2026 MLS NEXT Pro season, Mbaï-Assem has logged four 
straight 90-minute performances for a Revolution II backline that ranks 
among league leaders in fewest goals conceded (T-2rd – 4) and shots against 
(10th – 23). Mbaï-Assem also helped secure the team’s first clean sheet of the 
season in a scoreless draw with Toronto FC II on March 8.

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brad knighton
assistant coach/GOALKEEPER COACH

Brad Knighton is entering his second season as the As-
sistant Coach/Goalkeeper Coach for Revolution II, the 
New England Revolution’s developmental side which 
began play in 2020. Coaching alongside Michael Mila-
zzo in 2025, Knighton also helped guide Revolution II 
to their second postseason appearance in team history. 
Knighton spent the 2023-24 seasons as a Head Coach 
for the Revolution Academy, competing in MLS NEXT.

In Knighton's first season with the Revolution Academy, 
he led the Under-19s to the MLS NEXT Cup Champi-
onship, securing New England's second consecutive 
national title. The Under-19s finished 18-3-5 overall in 

2022-23, including 3-0-2 in the postseason. After switching to the Under-15s level in 
2024, Knighton stayed on staff to help guide the Academy to a 8-1-4 record in MLS 
NEXT Flex action.

Prior to his coaching days, the Hickory, N.C. native began his playing career with New 
England in 2007 as an undrafted free agent. He went on to set a club record for the most 
MLS seasons in a Revolution uniform (12), and registered a 33-29-20 mark in his career, 
including 21 wins for the Revolution. During his tenure, Knighton helped New England 
win the 2021 Supporters' Shield, and started four games en route to the 2016 Lamar 
Hunt U.S. Open Cup Final.

Knighton, 41, retired after the 2022 MLS season and ranks fourth in Revolution history 
in goals against average (1.70), save percentage (66.9), and winning percentage (.509) 
among qualifying goalkeepers. In U.S. Open Cup play, he holds the club’s all-time record 
in games played in goal (13), games started in goal (13), and minutes played in goal 
(1,260). Outside of New England, Knighton played for the Philadelphia Union during 
their inaugural season in 2010, and helped lead Vancouver Whitecaps FC to its first 
appearance in the MLS Cup Playoffs in 2012. 

Beyond his on-field achievements, the 2022 Revolution Humanitarian of the Year con-
tinues to dedicate his time to serving the New England community alongside his fam-
ily. On November 3, 2025, the Knighton family marked the two-year anniversary of the 
Olivia Knighton Foundation. Brad, his wife, Britney, and their sons Owen and Brooks 
launched the foundation in 2023 on the birthday of their late daughter, Olivia, and has 
since donated over $100,000 through scholarships, soccer programs, animal research, 
and more.

Pablo Moreira is in his first season as Head Coach of New England Revolution II, joining the developmental side after two seasons on the Revolution’s 
first‑team staff, including a four-game spell as interim head coach in 2025, and 11 campaigns as an assistant coach in Major League Soccer. Moreira is a two-
time MLS Cup champion with over 400 matches coached in his career. During his tenure in MLS, Moreira has coached an MLS League MVP, MLS Cup MVP, 
Newcomer of the Year, Goalkeeper of the Year, seven MLS Best XI selections, and nine MLS All-Star Selections en route to 155 career wins as an assistant. 

Prior to joining the Revolution, Moreira served as an Assistant Coach for the Columbus Crew from 2019-22. Moreira helped guide the Crew to the 2020 MLS 
Cup title, becoming the youngest assistant coach in league history to win multiple MLS Cups — the first to do so with clubs in both conferences. The next 
year, he helped lead Columbus to the 2021 Campeones Cup, the club’s first international trophy, beating Liga MX champions Cruz Azul.

Moreira, 41, entered the professional ranks as an Assistant Coach for the Portland Timbers from 2013-17. Moreira’s first season with the Timbers included a 
23-point improvement and a 43-point goal-differential improvement from the previous season, securing a first-place finish in the Western Conference and 
the club’s first postseason berth. During his tenure, Moreira helped lead Portland to its first MLS Cup championship in 2015, as well as Concacaf Champions 
League appearances in 2014 and 2016, Western Conference regular season first-place finishes in 2013 and 2017, and a Cascadia Cup in 2017. 

At the collegiate level, Moreira served as an Assistant Coach / Video Analyst at the University of Akron from 2010-2012. The Zips compiled a 55‑6‑9 record 
during his three seasons, while Moreira helped assemble the nation’s No. 2 recruiting class in each of his first three years, producing 14 professionals into the MLS ranks during that span. In 
2011, Akron set an MLS record for most first-round selections from a single school, landing five of the first eight picks in the MLS SuperDraft.  Akron won the National Championship in 2010 
in addition to three consecutive Mid‑American Conference regular‑season titles (2010–12), and two MAC Tournament championships (2010, 2012).

Moreira played as a forward for the Akron Zips from 2003-07. He was on the first Mid-American Conference team to be ranked No. 1 in the nation in any sport in 2005. Moreira earned 
All-Mid-American Conference honors in 2006 and 2007, in addition to winning three MAC regular season (2005, 2006, 2007) and Conference Tournament championships (2004, 2005, 2007).

Born in Montevideo, Uruguay, Moreira comes from a distinguished soccer lineage as he is the son of former Uruguayan International Jose “Chico” Moreira, who in 1980 with club side Nacio-
nal, captured the South American Treble winning the Club World Cup, Copa Libertadores, and Uruguayan Primera Division League Titles, in addition to winning the 1980 Mundialito (Copa 
de Oro de Campeones Mundiales) with the Uruguay National Team.

Michael Milazzo is entering his second season as an Assis-

tant Coach with New England Revolution II and his fourth 

season with the club. In the 2025 MLS NEXT Pro campaign, 

Milazzo helped lead Revolution II to their second postsea-

son run in club history, finishing the MLS NEXT Pro regular 

season with a 14‑7‑7 record that matched the team's sin-

gle‑season win record. Milazzo previously spent the 2022-

24 seasons as a Head Coach in the Revolution Academy, 

leading the Under‑18s in 2024 after two seasons at the helm 

of the Under‑15s in MLS NEXT. 

Milazzo brings a decorated resume to his role, having previously served as an Assistant 

Coach for USL side North Carolina FC. During his tenure with North Carolina, he led the 

Under-23s for two seasons in USL League Two and was a Head Coach for the Academy’s 

Under-19s for three seasons. From 2016-2022, Milazzo coached multiple academy teams 

from Under-12s to Under-23s.

His coaching career also includes a tenure with Columbus Crew SC, where he served as 

both Academy Director and Head Coach of the Under-18 team from 2015-16. Prior to Co-

lumbus, Milazzo was Assistant Coach of the Richmond Kickers of the USL. In Richmond, 

Milazzo held a dual role of serving as the Academy Manager of Richmond United Academy 

in 2014, while overseeing the Under-18, Under-16, and Under-14 teams competing in the na-

tionally recognized U.S. Soccer Development Academy, for the Richmond Strikers Academy 

program in 2013. 

A native of Cary, N.C., Milazzo began his coaching career in 1997 as an Assistant Coach at 

University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, his alma mater. From 1999 to 2012, Milazzo took 

on various roles with the Capital Area Soccer League’s Chelsea FC Academy, including 

Academy Director, General Manager, and Head Coach of several youth teams. Milazzo is 

certified with his USSF "A" Senior coaching license and his UEFA "B" coaching license with 

the Scottish Football Federation.
