GAME PREVIEW: New England Revolution at Atlanta United FC 
Revolution begin two-game road swing with first ever match vs. Atlanta

FOXBOROUGH, Mass. – The New England Revolution (10-12-5, 35 pts.) will play the first of two away 
matches this week against Atlanta United FC on Wednesday, Sept. 13. The match at Mercedes-Benz 
Stadium kicks off at 7:00 p.m. ET on CSN New England, where Brad Feldman and Paul Mariner will have 
the call. Fans may also listen locally on the radio at 98.5 The Sports Hub and on WMVX 1570 AM Nossa 
Radio in Portuguese.  
 
Wednesday's meeting will be the Revolution's first against 2017 expansion side Atlanta United FC, which 
has recorded an 11-8-6 record (39 pts.) in its debut campaign. New England will face Atlanta again on 
Saturday, Sept. 30 at Gillette Stadium in the penultimate home contest of the regular season. The two 
clubs enter Wednesday's meeting fighting for playoff position in the Eastern Conference, as Atlanta 
currently holds the sixth spot with a four-point advantage on the Revs.  
 
Following Wednesday's match, New England will continue on to Children's Mercy Park for a meeting with 
Sporting Kansas City on Saturday, Sept. 16. The contest will be the Revolution's last of the season with 
Western Conference opposition, against which New England owns a 5-2-3 record in 2017. The match will 
be broadcast locally on CSN New England, 98.5 The Sports Hub, and WMXV 1570 AM Nossa Radio.

• Midfielder Lee Nguyen (49G/48A) is closing in on becoming the 19th player in MLS history, and 
the first Revolution player, to record 50 goals and 50 assists in a career. 

• With his next goal, forward Kei Kamara will reach the single-season mark of 12 goals for the 
second time in his career (2015). He currently leads the Revolution with 11 goals and is three 
tallies away from 100 career MLS regular season goals. 

• Forward Teal Bunbury's next goal will be his seventh goal since the beginning of July. His six 
goals since the turn of July are tied for seventh most in MLS during that span. 

• There are a number of connections between the Revolution and Atlanta United FC including: 
o Atlanta United FC captain and defender Michael Parkhurst played for the Revolution 

from 2005-08. Parkhurst is also a native of Providence, R.I. 
o Parkhurst and Revolution forward Kei Kamara were teammates during the 2015-16 

seasons with Columbus Crew SC. 
o Atlanta United FC forward Jacob Peterson and Revolution forwards Teal Bunbury and 

Kei Kamara were teammates during the 2012-13 seasons with Sporting Kansas City. In 
addition, Peterson and Revolution forward Krisztián Németh were teammates during the 
2014 season with Sporting Kansas City. 

o Atlanta United FC defender Bobby Boswell and Revolution forward Kei Kamara were 
teammates during the 2008 season with the Houston Dynamo. 

o Atlanta United goalkeeper Brad Guzan and Revolution players Juan Agudelo and 
Kelyn Rowe played for the USMNT during the 2017 CONCACAF Gold Cup.
